At Home is Patel’s first major solo exhibition of new work since 2007. This much anticipated collection marks an important turning point in the artist’s practice. In a departure from previous self-portraiture works, Patel will no longer be the sole protagonist in the camera’s frame, and in some cases, completely absent. In keeping with his recent practice, the work starts with culture specific questions relating to his own identity, which then open out into much wider questions around human relationships and the insatiable appetite we have to define ourselves.

The video and photography works are nearly all shot in the home environment. These settings are not only places where Patel’s domestic and studio lives blur, but they also highlight the subject matter in his work. He suggests the home as a place to locate and challenge notions of the authentic self. The works in the exhibition offer multiple and interweaving answers to the question of where, how and by whom this self is constructed. 
A number of new works including two multi-screen video installations, and a body of large-scale photographs have been commissioned for the exhibition.
The exhibition will embark on a national tour from August 2012 onwards.

· New Art Exchange is a contemporary visual arts space that stimulating new perspectives on the value of diversity in art and society.
· Mission:  To deliver an innovative and exciting programme of activity to promote, support and advocate contemporary multi-cultural arts development in visual and performing arts and new media. To be a national centre of excellence led by African, African Caribbean and South Asian arts practice. To serve an international community from roots firmly embedded in the local area.
· New Art Exchange was awarded £5million of funding from Arts Council England, Nottingham City Council, the Greater Nottingham Partnership, East Midlands Development Agency, Radford and Hyson Green New Deal for Communities, and European Regional Development Funding, and took 18 months to build. The organisation was a big winner in Arts Council England’s the January 2008 review of national arts funding gaining a 58% increase in its annual funding grant.  The award was made in recognition of the organisation’s vital role in supporting visual and performing arts.
· The building designed by architects Hawkins\ Brown boasts 5 -storey building provides 1360 sqm space dedicated to visual arts with; galleries, workshop/performance/rehearsal space, artists in residence facilities, and a cafe.  Distinguished from the red clay buildings of the neighbourhood by its black brick façade and arrangement of frameless windows ranging in size (from 0.16 sqm to 4.84sqm), offers incidental and unexpected views into and out of the building.
· New Art Exchange has won a number of awards, including: The RIBA National Award 2009, RIBA East Midlands Award 2009, The Lord Mayor's Awards for Urban Design - New Build and Overall Award, and the National Civic Trust Award 2009
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
